Practical Christianity 

How real is your Christianity? 
Many people have a religion 
much like a balloon. It has a 

large, shiny exterior. It is mold-
able and can take on many dif-

ferent shapes, but with the 
slightest amount of formidable 
pressure, the leaks are undeni-
able and all the air rushes out 
leaving the evidence that they 
consisted of air held together 

by a thin layer of plastic. 

We are called upon to allow the 
love of God to shine forth from 

us. We are to be the feet and 
hands of God. It is when you 
and I become sensitive and 

obedient to the Holy Spirit that 
our faith can become practical. 
By the term practical I mean 
that it becomes real, useable, 
and viable. Something more 

required to receive salvation, 
for we are saved by grace 

through faith, Eph. 2:8&9, but 
redemption from sin will be 
enough motivation to a re-

deemed sinner to get him work-
ing. 

It is good to speak of bread. 
However, the hungry man does 
not need a speech about bread; 
He needs bread for his hungry 

stomach. Christian, it is good to 
sing the hymns of the faith. It is 

good to study and communi-
cate about the lives of great 

patriarchs of Christianity. It is 
important to study Bible Doc-

trine. But we are surrounded by 
a multitude of people who no 
longer need speeches and de-
bate. The lost, need effective 

examples of a real relationship 
with the living God. What real 
benefit is your Bible study and 
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religious opinions if you are 
ignoring hungry people while 
holding bread in your hand?
